b. HRLN Board President-Donna Chandler presented a year in review of Council Chapter activities; workshops and planned workshops, plans for the future. 
c. SJVLS-Mary Ellen Tyckoson reported that there is still a large balance of First Searches available. If you need help accessing, please let her know. Mary Ellen also announced that there are still InfoPeople scholarships available for this year. The instructions for applying are on the HRLN web page.
